Fair Housing for Individuals with Mental Health,

Intellectual, or Developmental Disabilities

Fair housing laws prohibit discrimination against individuals
with disabilities in housing, including individuals with mental
health, intellectual, or developmental disabilities. Examples of
housing discrimination based on disability are:

# Refusing to rent housing to you because of a disability

¢ Refusing to grant reasonable accommodations or modifications
that may be necessary for you or a person you live with to have
an equal opportunity to use or enjoy your housing

¢ Refusing to provide information about or show available
housing to you or a person you live with because of a disability

# Placing different terms or conditions upon the rental of
available housing, such as charging a higher rent or security
deposit, or requiring additional documentation because of a
disability

¢ Restricting you from living in certain housing units or sections
of a housing complex because of a disability

4 Evicting you or someone you live with because of a disability
